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ENGLISH KINDERGARTEN IN
FRENCH IMMERSION REGISTRATION

FOR SEPTEMBER 2025

English Kindergarten Programming is offered as space permits in several French
Immersion(Fl) Schools. Registration for English Kindergarten in French Immersion will
take place during the Kindergarten Registration period of Monday, January 13 to
Friday, January 31, 2025.

Complete the on-line pre-registration form found on TVDSB’s website, school website
or click here https://www.tvdsb.ca/en/schools/register-for-school.aspx. As part of the

online registration parents/guardians are required to declare their intention to enrol
their child in the FI program in Grade 1 (check box). All registrants who declare an
intention to register for French Immersion, upon attending at the designated home
English school to provide supporting documentation, will receive the Designated
French Immersion School English Kindergarten Application Form to complete and
return to the home English school. This form must be received from parents/guardians
on or before the close of the online Kindergarten registration on Friday, January 31,
2025 in order to be considered. Please note that siblings are not guaranteed a place in
the English Kindergarten in French Immersion program.

If a child was on the waitlist during the 2024-2025 school year, a new on-line
registration form needs to be completed for Year 2 of Kindergarten as well as the
Designated French Immersion School English Kindergarten Application Form. English
Kindergarten Year (2) Programming is also offered as space permits in designated
French Immersion Schools. If your child is already attending Kindergarten Year 1 (K1) at
the designated home English school, and is interested in applying, please contact the
school to obtain an application form.

Should applications for English Kindergarten in French Immersion exceed the number
of available spaces, a random selection process will be implemented to determine
which children may attend with K1 or K2.

We are also excited to share that TVDSB will be hosting our 2nd annual live
Kindergarten information night for Kindergarten families on January 27, 2025. Stay
tuned for further details.

INCLEMENT WEATHER PROCESS

We would like to take this opportunity to update you on TVDSB’s Inclement Weather
process, as the winter months approach.

What families need to know when severe weather causes bus cancellations and school

closures?

During severe winter weather, the safety and security of students and staff is Thames

Valley’s highest priority. Here is important information for families to remember:

School Closures
The decision to close a school is based on the best information available to the
TVDSB regarding road and weather conditions. There are times when a school
may also be closed due to events such as power outages and water main
breaks.
In the event of a school closure, access to virtual learning opportunities will be
available to students through their Google Classroom or Brightspace platforms.
Your child(ren)’s teacher will communicate how students can access this
information; if you need more details, please reach out directly to your child’s
teacher in advance of these potential inclement weather days.

Bus cancellations
In most cases, when buses are cancelled, schools remain open.
Staff will be available for those students who arrive at school.
Some families may determine that their children can safely make their way to
and from school while other families may wish to keep their children at home.
Parents/caregivers may drop off/pick-up their children, however, it is not an
expectation that parents/caregivers transport their children to school in the
event of bus cancellations.
If a student does not attend on inclement weather days, there will be no
negative impact to their official attendance record.

Notification of Bus Cancellations and School Closures
It's easy to find out if your school is closed by checking your school or TVDSB’s
website, X, Facebook , or Instagram as well as local media in your area.
